In the prayer book on page 

102 at morning services, we chant the 

Oz Yashir. It is a beautiful rendition of 

how God helped the Israelite people 

when pharaohõs chariots were marching 

upon them after their exodus from 

Egypt.  It also contains the popular 

prayer Mi Chmocha which translates 

òWho Is Like You Adonai.ó   

 

We are very creative people. We have 

had to be. On one hand, we have had to 

be creative to survive for all of these 

years. In another way, we as Jews, are 

always searching for new creative ways 

to pray and to show our devotion to 

God. As we begin a new year of 2010, 

let us all rejoice in our creativity for our 

own self-expression from children to 

adults.  Let us realize that we are given 

a precious legacy. So the next time you 

are in the Temple, sing with all of your 

heart or offer a prayer of your own per-

sonal choice. We have so much to be 

thankful for and we all should strive to 

be creative in thanking God for what we 

have.
