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From the Rabbiõs Desk . . .  

On an April Shabbat morning, I gave the 

following Dõvar Torah about welcoming 

non-Jewish family and friends into our 

Temple of Aaron community. This logical 

and necessary extension of the essence 

of our synagogueõs culture of welcoming 

is especially important at this time. One 

crucial aspect of the newly adopted 

bylaws is the added freedom to welcome 

non-Jewish friends and family into 

synagogue life in new and exciting ways. 

This is the first step in a process.  

As always, I welcome your feedback.  
 

We begin with a story. 
 

Two elderly Jews, who havenõt seen 

each other in fifty years, meet, slowly 

recognize one another, and embrace. 

They go back to the apartment of one of 

them to talk about the days long ago.  
  

The conversation goes on for hours. 

Night falls. One asks the other, òLook at 

your watch. What time is it?ó òI donõt 

have a watch,ó says the second. òThen 

look at the clock.ó òI donõt have a clock.ó 

òThen how do you tell the time?ó òYou 

see that trumpet in the corner? Thatõs 

how I tell the time.ó òYouõre crazy,ó says 

the first, òHow can you tell the time with 

a trumpet?ó òIõll show you.ó 
   

He picks up the trumpet, opens the 

window and blows a deafening blast. 

Thirty seconds later, an angry neighbor 

shouts out, òTwo-thirty in the morning, 

and youõre playing the trumpet?ó The 

man turns to his friend and says, òYou 

see? Thatõs how you tell the time with a 

trumpet!ó  
 

Neighbors can come in handy. Their 

interference in our lives can often guide 

us in ways even more complex than 

telling the time. When we as families 

look for places to live, we often consider 

the neighborhood in general and the 

neighbors in particular. We are seeking 

a good fit.  
 

Jewish history, however, is filled with 

poor fits, times we found our neighbors 

more of a threat than a comfort. And we 

have a long history of being afraid of our 

neighbors. There is good historical 

reason for these feelings. Ancient 

Israelites were threatened ñ both 

physically and spiritually ñ by those 

around them. Part of the reason may be 

that the Israelites did not play by the 

rules of the ancient world. You see, 

when one people or army would conquer 

another, it was common practice for the 

losing army to join the religion of the 

victors. The Israelites did not do this, 

and always tried to maintain their own 

identity.  
 

This did not make us popular with the 

neighbors. And so, Jewish culture and 

tradition has grown over the centuries, 

fearful of those around us. And yet, this 

fear has not prevented us from borrow-

ing from the traditions around us; it has 

not lessened the desire to blend into the 

larger community. Jewish history can be 

viewed as complex dance between 

welcoming outside influences, and 

retreating into the protection of familiar 

traditions.  
 

Not all Jewish communities today would 

acknowledge this dance, nor would they 

see it as a positive. Some Jewish 

communities would rather stay in 

isolation, living and associating only with 

other Jews; protected (in their minds) 

from the influences of the outside world. 

But the reality of Jewish history is that 

we have always blended with our non-

Jewish neighbors, we have always 

borrowed from them. And our traditions 

are stronger because of it. And the 

reality of the Jewish future is that we 

must welcome non-Jewish participation 

in new and significant ways.  
 

It is all about the neighbors, and we 

have often had a complex relationship 

with the peoples we live among. Let us 

look far into the far past, let us look into 

our tradition, and most importantly, let 

us explore where we need to go as a 

community. Let us look at: the Jewish 

Past, our Present, and the Templeõs 

future 
 

In the Torah, we have the example of 

Yitro, who sees his son-in-law Moses 

working too hard. In early Judaism, any 

question or disagreement was brought 

to Moses himself who would solve it if 

he could, and consult God directly if he 

could not. The advantage, of course, is 

that every resolution came form the 

highest possible authority. The 

disadvantage is that everyone had to 

come to one person, and Moses could 

only help a finite number of people each 

day. In comes Yitro, a non Jew, whose 

outside perspective allows him to see 

how silly accepted structure was, and 

suggests a series of intermediaries. The 

system he helps establish evolves into 

our modern court system, with different 

levels, ultimately culminating in the US 

Supreme Court.  
 

We Jews have not always had easy 

relations with our neighbors, but we 

have, wherever possible, borrowed from 

the best of the ideas around.  
 

Which brings us to our present; brings 

us to today; and our Torah reading.  
 

In Leviticus 18, we have what seems to 

be a clear directive about how to relate 

to our neighbors. We read:  
 

Like the practice of the land of Egypt, in 

which you dwelled, you shall not do, and 

like the practice of the land of Canaan, 

to which I am bringing you, you shall not 

do, and you shall not follow their 

statutes. Like the practice of the land of 

Egypt, in which you dwelled, you shall 

not do, and like the practice of the land 

of Canaan, to which I am bringing you, 

you shall not do, and you shall not follow 

their statutes. You shall observe My 

statutes and My ordinances, which a 

man shall do and live by them. I am the 

Lord. (Lev 18:3-5) 
 

A simple, reflexive reading of the text 

seems to indicate that we are to keep 

Rabbi Alan Shavit-Lonstein 

rabbishavitlonstein@templeofaaron.org 

651-698-8874, ext.

Hersh, an orthodox rabbi makes a clear 

statement that there is an appropriate 

way to share the wisdom of those around 

us. We are to seek a place of balance 

rather than fear.  
 

Letõs look at us an even more immediate 

connection: Passover, the holiday which 

celebrates our freedom from oppression 

of others. Ironically, for its central ritual, 

the Passover seder we borrow heavily 

from the nations around us. The shape, 

structure and many of the individual 

elements of the seder, as we continue to 

celebrate it today, is based heavily on 

what Rabbi David Golinkin calls the 

òGreco-Roman table manners and 

dietary habits.ó The seder meal is a 

reshaped symposia meal, with changed 

values. For example, the hunt for the 

afkomen that ends our meal used to 

have a very different vibe: it òrefers to the 

Greek word epikomon ñ at the climax of 

the symposium the revelers used to 

leave their house and barge into another 

house and force the family to join in their 

merry-making.ó It was a way of 

continuing a party in the mode of a grand 

party rather than a religious and 

educational evening. The innovative 

teaching at the root of Passover is, in 

part, adopting the rituals from around us.  
 

While we are on the subject of Passover, 

let us remember another central truth of 

the holiday.  
 

Remember, those who left Egypt were 

not the Israelites; they were not one 

coherent group. They were those who 

chose to leave, who choose to literally, 

walk a path together. Everyone who 

chose to join was welcomed. Today, we 

must welcome non-Jews into the Temple 

of Aaron community in the same way.  
 

Let me say it again: For the sake of the 

future of Judaism in general, and of this 

community in particular, we need a 

renewed commitment to welcoming non-

Jewish family and friends here. We must 

welcome them as a matter of course; we 

must welcome them loudly and proudly; 

publically and repeatedly.  
 

Nothing about this reduces our commit-

ment to the traditions and observances 

of Judaism. Indeed, this commitment is 

in line with the best of Judaism: 

welcoming in and blending into tradition, 

the best of what is around us.  
 

Much of this, we already do. Non-Jewish 

parents have supported their children in 

Religious School and Hebrew School for 

decades. We have welcomed church 

study groups and confirmation classes 

from across Minnesota to our Friday 

night services for the past 50 years; 

providing them with an expert teacher 

who gives them an introduction to 

Judaism in general, and to our service in 

particular.  
 

We already welcome non-Jewish parentsõ 

participation in their childõs Bar and Bat 

Mitzvah ceremony, in all the prepara-

tions, and on the bima during Shabbat.  
 

But we need to do more. Judaism and 

the Temple of Aaron will be stronger for 

it.  

Did You Know? 
Temple of Aaron is affiliated with USCJ, 

the national association for conserva-

tive synagogues. We are one of 28  

synagogues in North America with 

1,000 households or more. Beth El in  

St. Louis Park and Adath in Minnetonka 

are two of the 28. It is a great commen-

tary on the vibrancy of the Twin Cities 

that we have so many connected Jews. 

Tell your unaffiliated friends to take  a 

look at Temple of Aaron as we start 

celebrating our second hundred years of 

service to our community of members.
