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For the Past 25 years I have been 

able to get to know your families 

and watch them grow and here 

are my treasured memories. 

1. The students never cease to 

amaze me. They can get started 

on such interesting discussions. 

 We can start talking about a  

holiday which leads to discussions 

about kindness, morality, kashrut 

and holiness. They have so much  

energy and always make me 

smile. 

2. Being at Temple of Aaron so long, has given me the oppor-

tunity to watch my first students grow into parents. It is truly 

amazing. I loved seeing these families take part in young fam-

ily services for Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur, this year. 

3.  Watching my own children and my nieces grow up at Tem-

ple of Aaron. I got to work with them and get hugs from them 

every Sunday. Makes work pretty special. 

4. Writing music and stories that I can teach to the students. 

Having those songs and stories requested is a great feeling. 

5. Bringing the little extras into music class. Sometimes it is a 

costume for the kids to wear, sometimes it is instruments for 

the students to play and sometimes it is a magic trick that 

surprises them.    

6. Working with confirmation is a blast. Having the students at 

16 after knowing them since they were 5 is so great. Helping 

to transform the confirmation service so that it is  meaningful 

to the students and to their families.    

7. Planning the year with Wendy Goodman and Tracey  

Agranoff for the past 18 years. We kept changing things up 

and had an opportunity to collaborate on our creative side. 

8. Visiting Sholom Home every year. The residents love it and 

it is wonderful to watch the students connect with our seniors. 

9. Working with my music assistants. Each one has been great 

to work with and I have a special bond with them. Working 

with Lindsay Berg for the past 7 years has been a joy. 

10. Bringing our dogs Pumba and then Thor to the Israel  

Festival. Everyone loved to give the big guys a great big hug 

and have their picture taken.  

11. Knowing so many of the parents and getting to tell them 

how their kids are doing in music. Being connected to the kids 

and their parents increases the fun of teaching the kids. The 

students love that I know what their parents do and who their 

grandparents are. It really feels good to be in this community.  

 

I have truly loved every moment and thank you so much for 

sharing your lives with me! 

After 18 years of developing, collaborating and facilitating 

an always evolving and emerging program to choose just 

10 things – my list could be endless – but in thinking 

about it and in keeping with my independent thinking 

personality, I really have a top 5. 

1. A truly creative, flexible and supportive team of educa-

tors and clergy to work with over the years. I cannot say 

enough about my truly amazing teammates Wendy Bald-

inger and Wendy Goodman – we imagined, planned and 

implemented amazing, engaging, educational programs 

that were unique, innovative and fun (even the ones that 

didn’t go as planned). Our Temple of Aaron Clergy have 

been incredibly supportive and generous with us over the years, providing guidance 

and assistance as needed regardless of the “uniqueness” of our ideas or requests. The 

teaching staff has wonderfully supportive of our efforts and really “sell” our ideas and 

programs helping us to put them into action; we have been very fortunate to have such 

a committed group of teachers working to support our school. 

2. Those wonderful, funny, sometimes challenging, always enthusiastic kids we get to 

call our students. For 30 minutes on many a Sunday, what a pleasure getting to know, 

work with, create with and laugh with many, many terrific children. Share my love for 

Judaica and provide ways to enhance their learning through the Amanut program. Sev-

eral children have even gone through our program and I have been privileged to have 

them as Aides on Sunday mornings.  

3. Working with our parents, from that first timid moment for some as they are “forced” 

to come to the Amanut room to create a project for their child or create projects with 

their children in the Parent/Toddler program it is always a great time getting to know 

our parents, helping them to overcome their apprehension and see them create great 

projects that they are proud of as well as getting to see community and friendships 

emerge, this has been a real treat.  

4. Publish a book. I never would have even considered the idea of writing a book, let 

alone pursue publication without the urging and support of the Temple of Aaron. It is all 

of the projects I created over the years that are the content of my book (I always like 

new & different things and so I have rarely repeated a project in 18 years – this makes 

for a lot of good material, and for many years decorated Wendy’s office).  It was the 

suggestion from my supervisor that motivated me to pursue the idea of publication – 

the rest is history. 

5. Watching my children grow up here. They say it takes a village and this temple com-

munity is our village. Both Samantha and Jessica began their Jewish studies as mem-

bers of the Parent/Toddler class on Sunday mornings with Ken. We have been fortu-

nate to have developed life long friendships as a result of those classes. Having 

worked at the Temple as long as I have has allowed me to see them grow from Toddler 

to B’not Mitzvot and continue their studies and friendships that they have developed 

towards Confirmation – this opportunity has been a truly priceless gift.  

It was a very difficult decision to leave this wonderful program just at the beginning of a 

new and exciting time, Josh (Mr. Fineblum) brings amazing skills and enthusiasm to 

our program and I know that with him, our program, staff and school will continue to be 

engaging, innovative, creative and fun for our students and school.  

I have had an amazing time over the last 18 years, I appreciate the uniqueness of this 

and thank everyone for allowing me to do what I love and sharing it with all of you.  

Thank you to Tracey Agranoff for 18 creative years and  

Wendy Baldinger for 25 musical years of teaching our children! 

“Reflections from Tracey Agranoff and Wendy Baldinger” 
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From the Rabbi’s Desk . . .  

One of the sure signs of spring, for me 

personally, is when my family opens our 

three-season porch. The ability to sit in 

the sun and read warms my soul as 

much as it warms my skin. And opening 

it just a few days ago, has reminded me 

of my fundamental love of books and 

the powerful impact they can have on 

our lives. Indeed this is one of the 

elements that attracted me to serve as  

a rabbi: being constantly surrounded, 

both literally and figuratively, by books. 

With this in mind, I would like to share 

some of the books I have read, and am 

currently reading. 

 

One of the books that has most 

profoundly guided my involvement in 

Judaism (long before I considered 

becoming a rabbi) is God Was in This 

Place, But I, I Did Not Know by Rabbi 

Lawrence Kushner. This book explores a 

single line of Torah from a variety of 

different points of view. It is a very 

accessible modern midrash and helps 

the reader learn many ways to see 

Divine connections all around us. 

Additionally, the inclusion of so many 

views demonstrates a very important 

Jewish value, that of the necessity of 

multiple, often contradictory views. It is 

only thru these many viewpoints that we 

are able to reach truth, and only in the 

midst of a community can we find 

meaningful connection. 

 

On a daily basis, I attempt to find 

connection by setting aside some time 

for Torah Lishma, that is, study for the 

pure joy and love of learning. When I am 

able to read and study with no goals and 

no preconceived notions, I am always 

surprised by what I discover. Among the 

books that I enjoy exploring daily is Hillel 

by Rabbi Joseph Telushkin, which is part 

of the excellent NextBook series by 

Schocken Publishers. Each slim volume 

in this series focuses on a particular 

Jewish thinker and leader from our 

history, seeking to introduce them to a 

modern audience. Even if Rabbi Hillel is 

not universally known by name, many of 

us know his famous teaching: “If I am 

not for myself, who will be for me?  

But if I am only for myself, who am I?  

If not now, when?” (Ethics of the 

Fathers, 1:14.) 

What has surprised me most in this very 

well written book is the great degree to 

which his approach to Judaism — 

adapting tradition in order to increase 

Jewish inclusion — can guide our 

community leaders today. 

 

As one of those leaders, I have been 

thinking a great deal lately about the 

land and State of Israel, and wrestling 

with several books. One is Saving Israel 

by Daniel Gordis, an American, 

Conservative rabbi who made aliyah 

with his family, and who brings his 

political and personal perspective to the 

survival of the Jewish State. His subtitle 

tells it all: “How the Jewish People Can 

Win a War That May Never End.” His 

guiding value is Zionism, and his 

approach allows the vast diversity of 

American Jews to connect and wrestle 

with the deepest issues facing our 

homeland.  

 

The central book of my study routine is 

Rabbi Raskas’ daily meditation series  

A Heart of Wisdom. Seeing how well the 

rabbi expresses complex Jewish ideas 

in a clear and thoroughly modern way is 

impressive. In a book where each day’s 

entry contains a single idea, he 

masterfully combines Jewish values,  

non-Jewish sources and engaging 

examples. This model has given me 

several examples of how I should be 

sharing our ancient wisdom.  

 

Rabbi Raskas’ work is only one example 

of the many available organized in daily, 

bite-sized nuggets. I encourage you to 

find one, and to set aside a small pocket 

of time each day for exploring our 

tradition and your connection to it. 

 

The synagogue also has several 

opportunities to discuss books. The 

Temple of Aaron book club meets the 

third Tuesday of every month at 6:30 

pm, in the Smith Library. For more 

information, please contact Book Club 

organizer Deb Bachrach at 651-690-

4130.

There was an Erev Shabbat Live Service 

on March 11 in which I was given the 

privilege of delivering a d’var torah. It 

was also the first Erev Shabbat Live  

Service in many, many years that I have 

not played guitar. I began with my  

sermon by letting people know there was 

a reason that I was not playing guitar for 

that evening. Two years ago I noticed a 

small growth on my right thumb. It  

continued to get bigger and my wife 

Linda kept on encouraging me to get this 

taken care of. Me, like most men,  

ignored her pleas for quite some time. 

After all, I knew in my mind it was only an 

annoying cyst.  

 

Three days after I had it removed, I got a 

call from the doctor to come in and talk 

to him. During our phone call I got him to 

tell me that the growth was a rare form 

of cancer and that he was sending the 

pathology to Mayo Clinic. Two weeks 

later, I was with the doctor and he  

informed me this rare form of cancer 

was resistant to chemo or radiation and 

there was one way and one way only to 

take care of this problem. I would have 

the first part of my thumb amputated.  

Now this thumb and my finger hold pen-

cils, button buttons, and have held the 

pick for my guitar playing since I was the 

age of ten. I realized that this was going 

to be a completely new change in my life 

and I would have to learn how to adapt 

to make things work for me.   

 

After the surgery was complete, I didn’t 

give it much thought as it was wrapped 

tightly in a bandage. After three days, I 

took the bandage off and started trying 

to do the same things that I had always 

done in the same way. I realized in a 

short amount of time that I couldn’t.  

I couldn’t dress myself, help with chores 

in the house, hold a pencil or a guitar 

pick in my hand, and so many other 

things that I had taken for granted for 

many years. I became depressed and 

angry. It was at this point that I realized 

what you, my congregation, go through 

with your families or yourselves. The  

reason I am writing this is to share my 

story with each and every one of you.  

In my 25 years in the cantorate, I have 

seen many sicknesses and officiated 

over many funerals. Luckily, I have 

shared many, many simchas over the 

same 25 years. I have learned a great 

deal about life and empathy. There is 

one thing that is certainly true… you do 

not know what you have until it has been 

taken away from you.   

 

I am now cancer free and feeling  

positive. I am finally able to do many 

things that I couldn’t do weeks ago,  

including playing guitar. I realize that  

God has given me a struggle as a gift.  

My understanding of sickness, depres-

sion, anger, and joy have all been  

tempered with this experience. I now see 

that I can be a better cantor to my  

congregation because of what I had gone 

through. Thank you for supporting me 

during this difficult time. And watch what 

your cantor can do strumming his guitar 

with half a thumb at the next Erev Shab-

bat Live Service.

Practices Change and

The 

post funeral family meal is a little more 

challenging at the synagogue given the 

short notice and part-time kitchen staff. 

We explore reasonable options so family 

and friends can make a decision that 

best suits their immediate needs. Rabbi 

Shavit-Lonstein, Cantor Kowitz and  

Executive Director Ken Agranoff are  

prepared to help clarify the options so 

decisions can be made.

The Hebrew word “tikkun” literally 

means to “repair” or “straighten.”  

Historically, rabbis would correct, or 

straighten, a law that was not function-

ing properly. In more recent times, the 

concept of tikkun has been used to  

connote healing, wellness, wholeness, 

justice, and compassion.   

 

The artworks in this exhibit reflect  

diverse issues in need of repair —  

poverty, homelessness, environmental 

disasters, injustice, disease and illness.  

The artists also convey hope — their art 

is a form of prayer for healing and  

creating a better world. 

 

The Jewish Women Artists’ Circle was 

founded in 2005, initially funded by a 

grant from Rimon, the Minnesota Jewish 

Arts Council, an initiative of the Minnea-

polis Jewish Federation.

“My name is Bill Lerman. I am a retired 

teacher and a bus rider. I also represent 

Jewish Community Action as a board 

member. I took the bus today because it 

is affordable and better for the environ-

ment. Because I am retired and on a 

fixed income, the availability of the bus is 

important to me. However, I do own a car 

and have choices. If costs rise, it will 

probably be cheaper to drive, especially 

when both my wife and I are going some-

where. Many people do not have that 

choice. Many in the metro area are 

spending 50 percent or more of their 

income on housing and transporta-

tion. They cannot afford a fare increase 

and yet have to take the bus. 

 

Because I am a teacher, I am going to 

present a short lesson and then assign 

homework. The lesson: There is a differ-

ence between fairness and justice.  

 

Fairness implies the equality of everyone 

without taking into account differences in 

ability, education, training, etc. Justice 

implies that people are treated as they 

need to be treated, getting services when 

needed and getting little or nothing if it is 

not needed. The organization I represent, 

Jewish Community Action, believes in 

justice and, when you make decisions, 

asks that you make those decisions 

based on justice, not fairness. 

The homework: This afternoon as you are 

pondering this bill take a moment to look 

at your income. Take 50% of it and put it 

aside. Look at the rest and ask yourself 

three questions: Can My family live on 

this amount? Can I pay all my bills? Can 

my family live as well as they do now on 

this amount? Now, deduct 10 percent of 

that amount and ask yourself those 

same three questions again. This is what 

you are asking of the working poor if you 

pass these cuts. 

I know we need a balanced budget but 

do you really want to balance on the 

backs of the working poor who can least 

afford it instead of asking more from 

those who can afford it? 

 

Finally, if you haven’t ridden the bus be-

fore or in a long time, do so before you 

make a decision. When you go to supper, 

get on the #16 bus over on University 

and ride down to a restaurant. Talk to the 

people on the bus about why they use 

the bus. Make sure you get a transfer 

and after supper if you have taken less 

than 2 and one-half hours, get back on 

the bus for free and ride back to this 

building. With that practical experience 

you can make an informed decision in-

stead of one based solely on numbers.”
