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Month By Month

They gather outside and by moonlight,
just as they have for centuries. Standing
outside, ignoring the cold, they intone
prayers in an ancient language. The
small group of women asks for health
and success in the days ahead, for
them and their community of believers.
The chanting and singing grows louder
and louder until a sharp, piercing note
is heard. All prayers stop. They return
indoors, where they begin to feast.

This monthly ritual may sound bizarre,
but it represents the prayers and rituals
surrounding Rosh Chodesh, the
celebration of the New Jewish Month.
This holiday is not well known today to
most Jews, and while it is celebrated
differently today than in ancient times,
Rosh Chodesh reveals several
important, and thoroughly modern,
Jewish values.

Before we explore the values
themselves, let us understand the
origins of the holiday. In the period of
the Second Temple (516 BCE to 70 CE),
Rosh Chodesh was celebrated with
sacrifices, a festival meal and the
blowing of Shofar. The precise time of
the start of a new month was
determined by the agreement of two
reliable witnesses on the position of the
moon. Once confirmed, the rabbinic
court certified it; sacrifices were
brought, and special prayers were said.
Then the news was shared with
communities outside of Jerusalem by
lighting fires on the top of mountains.
When one community saw the fire, they
lit their own, and thus the news spread
throughout the land.

Today we observe Rosh Chodesh with
special additions to the daily service
acknowledging the holiday and
reviewing the sacrifices that were once
offered. In addition, we add a prayer
announcing the New Moon at the
Shabbat immediately preceding it.
Rosh Chodesh demonstrates several
values central to the way we practice
Judaism today. | would like to focus on
just three.

Like Shabbat, Rosh Chodesh is a
regular chance to pause, and mark
another cycle, much like a mini-Yom
Kippur. It can serve as a reminder to

t he

pause and reflect on the direction of our
lives, and on our priorities. It gives us a
chance to look at what we are doing
with our time, and to evaluate how
closely that matches how we want to be
doing. It allows us to pause each month
and remember and review.

Given the obvious cyclical nature of a
holiday that is celebrated each month,
as determined by the waxing and
waning of the moon, there has always
been a strong connection between
Rosh Chodesh and Jewish women.
The monthly cycle applies to both, and
throughout the years of Jewish history,
women have found a connection with
the celebration. We see evidence of this
from the historical record, and the
especially in recent years. As Jewish
woman have expanded their role in
public Jewish life over the past 50
years, the monthly opportunity to
celebrate Rosh Chodesh has been a
useful and powerful connection point
with Jewish tradition. It happens
frequently enough to become a habit,
and without the religious restrictions of
Shabbat and other holidays, there is a
great deal of freedom to create
meaningful ritual.

Rosh Chodesh celebrations have
become a leading edge of creative
Jewish celebration. The freedom that
the holiday provides invites a wide
variety of practices, from study sessions
to discussion forums, from dancing
lessons to craft projects, from support
groups to community service, Rosh
Chodesh groups have done them all.

Across the Jewish world, the celebration
of the New Moon reminds us of the
importance of marking the cycle of time;
of the need for explicitly feminist space
in the congregation; and of the
opportunity that always exists for
creative expressions of our Judaism.

At the Temple of Aaron, we are proud to
be gathering our own Rosh Chodesh
group. The precise shape and focus has
not yet been determined, so this is an
opportunity to help create something
very special.

Jewi sh Community Action®s
fair lending campaign gives Jews in the Twin Cities a chance
to take urgent action to help people save their homes; it also
gives us the chance to raise a united, powerful voice from
multiple communities for fair lending and accountability from
lenders and lawmakers.

JCA volunteers have spent hundreds of hours knocking on
doors together with resident leaders from north Minneapolis,
meeting and referring residents at risk of foreclosure and
eviction to free counseling. These counselors, working at
organizations like Habitat for Humanity, Neighborhood
Development Alliance and Hmong American Partnership,
then negotiate with the lenders to modify the mortgages of
the homeowners to avoid foreclosure.

By doing this urgent outreach work together, JCA members
have built trust, and strong relationships with resident leaders
from religious, community, ethnic and neighborhood organiza-
tions in the Twin Cities. These relationships will help us
engage in the critical next steps of the campaign: lobbying
local and federal elected officials for stronger fair lending and
financial reforms, and negotiating fair lending and community
reinvestment agreements with banks.

At the core of this campaign is our commitment, as Jews
seeking genuine justice and tikkun olam, to infuse our
relationships with our African-American allies, and with our
fellow Jews at our congregations, with a kavanah (an intention
or direction of the heart) of truth, reconciliation and mutual
renewal. This means we are committed to learning about the
history of financial discrimination, how it continues to this
day, and how it injures all of us, all of our communities, our
whole financial system, our metropolitan regional economy,
and our shared future. We are furthermore committed to
educate our fellow Jews about these realities; and we are
committed to act powerfully together to make this mutual
renewal of our communities a reality.

Now, Jewish Community Action and its allies are organizing
the St Paul Fair Lending Coalition (SPFLC) to address the
foreclosure crisis in our city. The short term goal is to prevent
dozens of foreclosures in St Paul; the long term goal is to
equip resident leaders with the tools to hold financial
institutions accountable for their financial footprint in low
and moderate income communities of color. The work in St.
Paul will include outreach to families facing foreclosure,
referrals to counselors, and advocacy with lenders and
legislators to change private lending policies and public
policies.
