Those who wish to sell their Hametz should fill out the form 

below indicating where the Hametz will be kept, and return it to the Temple office with 

a small donation, which will be given to The Childrenõs Defense Fund of Minnesota, a 

favorite charity of Mayor Coleman. We must have your form and donation by 10:00 

am on Friday April 18, 2008 when Mayor Coleman arrives.

We will provide a mini-Shabbat 

experience for  

children age 6 and younger. 

Enjoy songs, birthday wishes, 

prayers,  

Torah procession,  

juice and cookies. 

Rabbi Jeffery Hoffman writes: òSeems to 

me that most of what our people do in 

shul is just to read. We donõt pray. What 

is the difference between these two 

activities? I recently asked fourth-year 

rabbinical students in my liturgy classes 

at JTS to define òprayeró in a general 

sense and they said what anyone would 

say: Prayer is expressing oneself to God 

or to a òhigher poweró of some sort. 

Reading is what one does to gather in-

formation, and, perhaps, for enlighten-

ment and inspiration. One can be in-

spired by reading a poem, and that ex-

perience can even be a spiritual one, 

but it is not necessarily the same experi-

ence as prayer. The main difference is 

the passivity involved in reading. When 

we read, we are not actively òpouring 

out our heartsó before God. I believe 

that the reading of othersõ words in a 

prayer book can become true prayer, 

however. That occurs when we so iden-

tify with the words others wrote that 

their words become our words. Para-

doxically, perhaps, the possibility for 

true prayer can also occur when, as we 

read the prayer book, we ignore the 

literal meaning of the words and im-

merse ourselves in the experience of 

being in the presence of God.ó 

   We all know words that are inspiring: 

òWe the People; We hold these truths to 

be self evident, that all men are created 

equal;ó and òThe only thing we have to 

fear, is fear itself.ó 

   These are the words that lie at the 

foundation of what our country is all 

about. Sometimes we do not live by 

these ideals and when we fall short, we 

understand that the ideals are lofty in-

deed, so we keep trying. 

   Judaism also has its words of inspira-

tion. There is no call more compelling 

that òGod is One;ó there is no cause 

more important than òJustice, Justice 

shall you pursue.ó 

   There is no higher commandment 

than to òLove your neighbor as your-

self.ó Our liturgy is filled with a deep 

understanding of human nature and our 

need to reach higher than ourselves.  

We all know the words. òLove the Lord 

your God with all your heart, with all 

your soul and with all your might;ó òHoly, 

Holy, Holy is the Lord of Hosts, the 

whole earth is filled with G-dõs glory;ó 

May G-d who bring peace to the Heav-

ens bring peace to us and to all Israel.ó 

Think about these words. Contemplate 

them. What difference do they make in 

our lives? How would the world be differ-

ent if our ancestors and or sages did not 

speak them? When do we have time, 

when do we make time, to reflect on the 

deeper understanding of life these 

words represent? 

   The only place where time is reserved 

for true prayer is in the synagogue. It is 

the only location that gives us the time, 

the resources and the direction we need 

to express ourselves to God. It is time 

we set aside to draw close to God and 

bring the divine energy into our lives. 

We pour out our hearts in prayer be-

cause the words are the handholds that 

support us as we try to climb spiritually 

ever higher. We pray together so that we 

can support each other as we climb 

ever higher. As we leave our secular 

concerns behind, we find that matters 

of time and effort just donõt have the 

same effect on us anymore. When we 

are immersed in true prayer, we no 

longer care if we are òdoing it rightó but 

only that we have made the attempt to 

do it at all. Come and join us in prayer 

òHow good are your tents O Jacob, the 

place where you dwell O Israel.ó Donõt 

read the words, donõt sing the words, let 

us make these words our own and let us 

live by them. 

   Rabbi Abraham Joshua Heschel wrote: 

òThe rabbiõs role in the sacred hour of 

worship é is to endow others with a 

sense of Kavanah. Kavanah is more 

than a touch of emotion. It is insight 

and appreciation. To acquire such in-

sight, to deepen such appreciation, is 

something we must learn all the days of 

our lives. é It may be difficult to convey 

to others what we think, but it is not 

difficult to convey to others what we 

live. Our task is to echo and to reflect 

the light and spirit of prayer.ó 

   Come to the synagogue. Come early 

and often. Come to the synagogue and 

pray.

After reading through her 

choice, many things passed through my 

mind.  One is that the power of this par-

ticular reading is so strong that I want 

my daughter to take a look at it.  I also 

felt that all of my girl students should 

have a copy of this too.  I say these 

statements because of the many read-

ings that I have read during my 23 years 

of being a Cantor.  This is the most pow-

erful for confidence, self-esteem and 

individuality for a young woman.  When 

our society seems out of control with its 

message to young women on how to 

act, dress and be successful, this read-

ing seems to put all of this in  

perspective. 

   The adolescent years of peer pressure 

and trying to grow up too fast has taken 

a tremendous toll on our youth, in my 

opinion.  So it is with great joy that I 

share with you today a reading that I 

wish to encourage your daughters, 

granddaughters and all young women to 

read.  I think after reading this, you will 

all agree with me that this is something 

very special. 

òNothing Girló 

Maybe I wear baggies and white 

socks with flip-flops. 

Maybe I donõt like listening to rave 

and Iõm not on the social mountain-

tops. 

Maybe I donõt care about the things 

that make your world twirl. 

Maybe you look at me and think: 

Gee, what a nothing girl. 

 

Maybe I like giving smiles, which 

seemed to be okay today. 

And maybe I allow my imagination 

to sometimes run away. 

Maybe you donõt understand this 

and thatõs why you cannot see. 

If this makes me a nothing girl, that 

is fine by me. 

 

The world makes you believe your 

personality mustnõt be detected, 

Your face must be picture perfect 

and wear cloths just the best to be 

accepted.

And All Its Paths Are Peace 
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Dear Rabby Abby, 

 

I have never written for advice before, but I have a question that I hope you 

can help with. I have been in a long-term relationship that I think is ending, and I 

donõt know what to do. Let me give you some background.   

When we meet at my work, it seemed like it was meant to be, like it was 

somehow destined. As soon as he called to me, I felt a connection. I can still feel 

the heat that he radiated the first time we spoke. We used to speak all the time, 

face to face. We even went on a long journey together. And just when I thought 

things were going so well, he just ended it. He had just given me a gift, and then, 

sent me away. It was so abrupt; I am at a total loss. What should I do? Do I make 

the next move or wait? Help!

Dear Stranded, 

 

 Sadly your case is all too com-

mon. The relationship is going along so 

well, and then, in a moment, it changes. 

The good news is that it is common 

enough, we have some great examples of what to do. The same thing happened to 

Moses in his relationship with God. Perhaps his story will help you. 

 Like you, Moses felt a very powerful connection to God. The Torah tells us 

that he was able to speak to God panim el panim (òface to faceó) and that Moses 

had such a strong connection that the people sent him up Mt. Sinai in their stead to 

receive the Ten Commandments. And then it all seems to fall apart. 

The Torah tells us in Exodus 31:18 òWhen He [God] finished speaking with 

him [Moses] on Mount Sinai, He gave Moses the two tablets of the Pact, stone tab-

lets inscribed with the finger of God.ó Then it continues in 32:7-8, òThe Lord spoke 

to Moses, òHurry down, for your people, whom you brought out of the land of Egypt, 

have acted basely. They have been quick to turn aside from the way that I enjoined 

upon them. They have made themselves a molten calf and bowed low to it and sac-

rificed to it, saying: ôThis is your god, O Israel, who brought you out of the land of 

Egypt!õò 

The words òhurry downó were a great shock to Moses. And the Hebrew, 

lech raied is even more explicit. It means go down, lower yourself, get away from 

me. It is the very opposite of the term we use for climbing up, both spiritually and 

physically,  alyiah. 

The thing to remember is what happens in the verses in between: the crea-

tion and worship of the Golden Calf (Ex 32:1-6). But Moses does not know about 

this yet. For him, God has given him the tablets of the Ten Commandments, and 

then turned on him and sent him away. The results are emotionally devastating. 

Listen to the story told in the Talmud (Brachot 32a), and see if you can relate. 

òThe Holy One said to Moses: Go, Moses, get you down from your great-

ness. It was only because of Israel that I bestowed such greatness upon you. But 

now that Israel have sinned, what need have I of you? At that Mosesõ strength was 

so depleted that he did not have the strength to utter even a single word. But when 

God said to him, òLet Me be, that I may destroy themó (Deuteronomy 9:14), Moses 

reasoned: So, the outcome depends on me! At once he rose up and prayed vigor-

ously as he pleaded for mercy...ó 

Does that sound familiar? The potential end of a relationship can leave 

one feeling, as Moses did, òso depleted that he did not have the strength to utter 

even a single word.ó 

But the Hebrew word for word, 

dvar may hold the key. Notice that 

Moses, when hearing that God is think-

ing about destroying the Israelite people 

for their sins, has a realization. He un-

derstands that the relationship he is in 

is not just about him, but that it has 

larger implications. And then he says: 

dvar zeh taluie bi,  òthis thing (outcome) 

depends upon me.ó 

Dvar here means both òthingó 

and òword.ó That is to say, Moses real-

izes that he must take the first step in 

healing the relationship (even though 

his relationship is with God) because it 

is a partnership, he must take action to 

make it work, and not just be passive in 

the face of the actions around him. Our 

tradition teaches that this is the appro-

priate response in the relationship be-

tween God and Moses; how much more 

so between each of us. 

Stranded, I hope this helps you 

see that some of the power is in your 

hands. Yes, relationships do end, but 

some are worth fighting for, so long as 

you use your words. 

 

Keep those questions coming,
