They were both sitting in the tavern and one said to the other, ôIvan, do you love me?õ 

Ivan looked up from his beer and said, ôOf course I love you!õ The other looked him in 

the eye and said, ôDo you know what gives me great pain?õ Ivan looked puzzled and 

replied, ôHow can I know what gives you pain?õ ôIf you donõt know what gives me pain, 

Ivan, how can you say you really love me?õ 

 

As my second year at Temple of Aaron draws to a close, I have come to really love this 

congregation.

Bottom Line As these comments make 

clear, not just the words, but the themes 

make this an ideal reading for funerals.  

But even in our daily lives, this lesson in 

perspective (which is often and easily 

forgotten) would benefit us. 

Context 

These verses will be instantly recognizable to each of us, either from a funeral service, or from the song composed 

by Pete Seeger. Like so much of our tradition, it has many layers of meaning. Credited to King Solomon, the focus 

of Ecclesiastes is on the question that haunts us all at least once in our lives: What is the purpose of it all? Here the 

answer is found in discovering the patterns of life. 

 

A traditional commentary counts the word eyte (time) and sees that it is written 20 times, the same number of days 

in the lunar month. In the same way as a month represents a complete, natural cycle, so too these verses speak 

about the ebb and flow of human life.
