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PURIM Celebration for Everyone

On the Sabbath before Purim, the portion of the Torah dealing with Amalek (Deut.
25:17-19) is read. The Haftorah deals with the same theme. All Jews are
commanded to remember Amalek and the war against him. This Sabbath is called
“The Sabbath of Remembrance” (Shabbat Zachor).

Zachor is a mitzvah that has always made modern Jews uncomfortable. It offends
our liberalism. If you don’'t remember, then you are part of the danger of repetition.

On the holiday itself, we gather to hear the story of Purim retold. The day is char-
acterized by hilarity, fun and sharing pleasures with others. The rabbis and other
people established four mitzvot to cover all these activities.

Before the Megillah is read, the reader sings three blessings. The blessings are for
the commandment to read the Megillah, gratitude for the miracles done for our
fathers and for us, and shehecheyanu - thanksgiving that we have been kept alive
to this day. The congregation listens silently and answers “Amen.” Thereby, we
express our intent to associate ourselves fully with what the reader is saying.

On the day of Purim, we celebrate with a festive meal (Purim Seudah).
Hamantashen - tri-cornered dough cookies filled with poppy seed or prunes are
eaten on this day. The rabbis were so determined to celebrate, that they instructed
people to drink at least to the point when they no longer can tell the difference be-
tween blessed Mordecai and accursed Haman. (Those Jews who can’t tell the dif-
ference all year long are excused on Purim.)

Purim is a challenge to the “uptight” approach to religion. We also celebrate with
hilarity in the synagogue - including, of course, noise-making upon hearing Ha-
man’s name.

No true Jewish simcha is complete without sharing it with friends - and with the
needy. Accordingly, the rabbis instituted two other Purim commandments:

Shalach Manot: (gift sending) On Purim day, two portions of gifts (traditionally of
ready-to-eat food) are sent to at least one friend (see Esther 9:19). Of course, you
may send gifts to more than one friend - if you have more than one.

Matanot La’evyonim: (gifts to the needy) It is a separate and special mitzvah to
give money or food to at least two poor persons on the day of Purim. If there are no
poor people available on the spot, put the money aside on Purim and give it after-
wards. Our own joy is not complete unless others share it also.

PURIM CURIOSITIES: The Book of Esther is the only book in the Bible which does
not mention God’s name. Rabbi Hai Gaon explained this omission by saying that
Mordecai knew that the Persians would copy it and he did not want God’s name
used for idolatrous purposes.

Paradoxically, the Additions to the Book of Esther in the Apocrypha, which was not
considered divinely inspired, included a prayer by Esther in which the God’s name is
found.

In sharp contrast to all the other biblical books, Palestine is hot mentioned in the
Book of Esther. The only reference to the relationship of the Jews of Persia with
their ancient homeland is that Mordecai is described as one “who had been carried
away from Jerusalem with the captives...” (Esther 2.6). Continued page 8

From the Rabbi’s Desk . . .

Equal Access for All

Our Rabbis tell a wonderful story about
Moses, our greatest leader, taking a trip
through time to visit the classroom of
one of our greatest teachers, Rabbi
Akvia. Moses is made to sit in the back
and cannot even follow the lesson.

The Judaism that is being practiced in
Rabbinic times has changed so much
as to be unrecognizable. Moses gets
depressed. All of his struggles: leading
the people out of Egypt, bringing them
the Torah, defending them after they
worship the Golden Calf, and, at the
end, loosing the opportunity to enter the
Promised Land; seem to have been for
nothing. Yet as the lesson ends, a
student asks for Rabbi Akiva to justify
all of the changes he is making to Jew-
ish Law, Rabbi Akiva responds that “It is
a law that Moses gave to us at Sinai.”
Changes in Judaism are permitted, so
long as they stand on the foundation of
our tradition.

There has recently been an important
change in the Temple of Aaron sanctu-
ary: the building of a ramp to access the
bima. And it too stands on the founda-
tion of the traditions of our people and
our synagogue.

The new ramp, which has been up and
usable for several months now, runs
against the windows on the Cantor’s
side of the sanctuary. Carpeted in a
deep red, with wooden handrails, it fits
easily into the synagogue’s architecture.
Many members who have seen it have
commented on how well it integrates

into the space. They suggest that very
soon it will look like it has always been
there.

This is not the first ramp that the Tem-
ple has used. A few years ago, Sol and
Sheila Rosenthal donated a movable
ramp to ensure that family members
could access the bima for Miriam’s Bat
Mitzvah. Their actions demonstrated the
usefulness of such a ramp, and helped
to move the permanent ramp forward.
The synagogue community owes them a
debt of gratitude.

On a practical level, the ramp gives peo-
ple who have difficulty walking — and
those in wheel chairs — an easy way to
ascend the bima. Following both Jewish
tradition and Temple of Aaron values,
every Jew has equal access to the To-
rah. The ramp removes both practical
and psychological barriers.

The act of going up, and approaching
the Torah is known as an alyiah. Literally
translated as “going up,” the act is both
physical and spiritual. The Torah is read
from the highest physical place in sanc-
tuary as a way of reminding ourselves
that the Torah comes from the mountain
of Sinai. We are raised up in a spiritual
sense as well; every encounter with the
Torah has the potential to move and
improve us.

The new Temple of Aaron ramp gives us
all the opportunity to make an alyiah in
the same way, moving slowly towards
the bima, giving us time to feel the an-

ticipation as we approach the Torah.
From now forward, all who come to the
bima to read Torah will all make an
alyiah in the same way and along the
same path.

The radical lack of hierarchy in Judaism
is clearly on display every time we come
to the Bima. The highest place (in every
sense of the word) is available to every
Jew. When we climb up, we all reach the
same spot, and we all have the same
opportunity to wrestle with the Torah.

Come, see it for yourself, and be up-
lifted.

PASSPORT TO ISRAEL
PROGRAM

The PASSPORT TO ISRAEL program is
the funding cornerstone for Israel teen
experiences. It is a savings program
that encourages families to begin sav-
ing early for their child’s educational
Israel experience. It is a partnership
between families, Temple of Aaron and
the UJFC, and is administered by the
UJFC.

Children can enroll at any time from age
8 years old and until they are 12. You
can make a maximum of 8 annual
contributions.

They may travel to Israel on a recog-
nized, organized program up to their
21st birthday.

The family contribution is $150 per
child per year. Temple of Aaron contrib-
utes $50 per child per year.

Each year, the UJFC contributes $150
into each child’s Passport account to
“match” the $200 combined contribu-
tion from the family and the synagogue.
The UJFC will contribute for a maximum
of eight years or $1200.

All funds are put in a savings account
that accrues interest.

Families must have a pledge to the cur-
rent campaign and be a member in
good standing with Temple of Aaron.

Annual enroliment occurs through Tem-
ple of Aaron in the spring and closes on
April 30th.

Department qf Youth Services

Annual family contributions are due at
Temple of Aaron no later than April
30th.

Savings will be nearly $3000 for your
child! That is close to half the cost of an
Israel educational program!

Review: Anything Goes

At the Temple of Aaron’s latest USY
show, “anything goes” when it comes to
ad-libbing. From the first note of the
overture, the energy on stage was fun
and welcoming. Whether it was a
“Princess Bride” reference, Asaf Segal
running around the stage — drunk, or
Sam Schraber ripping his shirt off, the
hilarity of the show was well received by
Saturday night’s audience.

With a talented orchestra and cast, the
show stood its ground, even with such
high expectations after Patti Lupone’s
impressive Broadway debut in the origi-
nal cast. In the first scene, the audience
could already sense the witty and hysteri-
cal chemistry between Andrew Weil

(Billy) and Erica Solomon (Reno). The two
of them carried the show with pleasant
voices and good humor.

All the letters of the Hebrew alphabet
are found in verse 13 of Chapter 3 of
the Book of Esther. The longest verse in
the Bible is Esther 8.9, which has 43
Hebrew words and 90 words in English.

CONCLUDING THOUGHTS...

“There are certain people scattered
abroad and dispersed among all the
provinces of thy kingdom and their laws
are different from those of every peo-
ple.” (Esther 3:8)

Purim is a minor holiday with a major
message. Beneath its carefree exterior,
there is a sober lesson for all people.

To the tyrant it offers the grim re-
minder that he who kindles the flames
of hatred for another is lighting a fire
underneath his own home. Intolerance
is the madness that gods inflict upon
those whom they would destroy.

But Haman’s madness is not without
its method. He knows how to win the
king's approval of his nefarious scheme
to destroy the Jews. He accuses the
Jews of being different. That's the
crime, the unpardonable sin. “... their
laws are different.” How can the king
possibly tolerate diversity? Those who
are not absolutely like everyone else
must be eliminated. Haman appeals to
the jungle heritage in the heart of man
- the suspicion of the stranger, the dis-
like for the unlike. Difference is synony-
mous with treason.

Happily for the Jews of Shushan, Ha-
man’s plot was frustrated, and if he is
remembered at all today, it is because
the descendants of his intended victims
converted the bigot into a biscuit - the
hamantashen.

The right to differ has been dearly paid
for. Rivers of Jewish blood were spilled
by every variety of totalitarian power -
spiritual no less than political, church no
less than state - which wanted to re-
make the Jew in its own image.

America has been called the land of
“fabulous differences.” These differ-
ences are America’s glory and strength.
If our individuality is bleached out, we
will become the bland leading the
bland. The American ideal is that each
of us has the right to be ourselves. The
right to differ is as holy as the right to
be.

On Purim, every Jew is obliged to
make a minimum of two gifts. By ex-
pressing our courage to be ourselves we
can each make a two-fold gift - one to
our own richly deserving people, and
one to the larger family of humanity.



Social Justice

“Justice, justice shall you pursue.”

Of the many Torah passages that guide our work for Social Justice, one of
the clearest is from Deuteronomy (16:20): “Justice, justice shall you pur-
sue.” Given that the Torah does not waste words, the rabbis ask why the
word “Justice” (tzedek) is repeated. The most common interpretation is
that while working for the ends of justice, we must be sure we only use
just means. | have always been inspired by this lesson, but perhaps in
our time, after the historic election of Barack Obama as president, we are
reminded of a deeper level of understanding. The repetition comes to
teach us that justice needs to be worked for not just within our commu-
nity, but also without. Perhaps it can be seen as a reminder of the essen-
tial Jewish value that peace and justice can only come when we reach
beyond those who worship and think exactly as we do.

Temple of Aaron’s pursuit of social justice........

Rabbi Abraham Joshua Heschel, one of Judaism’s greatest phi-
losophers and mystics, spoke about the responsibility each per-
son has in regards to all of humanity: “In regard to the cruelties
committed in the name of a free society, some are guilty, while all
are responsible.” Rabbi Heschel believed it was not enough to
attend to and observe Jewish religious precepts only, but that one
must apply the concepts of social action to these beliefs. He
marched with Rev. Martin Luther King in Selma in March 1965.
He wrote, “for many of us the march of Selma to Montgomery was
about protest and prayer. Legs are not lips and walking is not
kneeling. And yet our legs uttered songs. Even without words our
march was worship. | felt my legs were praying.”

In the early 1960s, Rabbi Heschel visited the Temple of Aaron
where he studied and participated in various events and services
at that time.

The Temple of Aaron has a long-standing history of supporting the
civil rights movement. Under the leadership of Rabbi Barnard
Raskas in the '60s and '70s, congregants have marched in
Selma and manned the phones for Soviet Jewry. Today they work
tirelessly through communal politics on the issues of foreclosure
and immigration rights.
