The Festival
of Sukkot

Background Facts to Help
Everyone Understand
Its Meaning

Sukkot begins on the fifteenth day of
the month of Tishri — after Rosh
Hashanah and Yom Kippur — and
continues for seven days. It is known by
several hames, none more descriptive
than Zeman Simhataynu, Day of
Rejoicing. Hag Ha-Sukkot, the Feast of
Tabernacles, reminds us of the huts
(Sukkot) in which our forbearers dwelt in
the desert for forty years in their way to
the land of Israel. Another name, Hag
H’Asif, The Feast of Ingathering,
stresses that this is a harvest holiday,
falling at a time when crops were gath-
ered, one of the three harvest festivals
in the Jewish year known as the Shalosh
Regalim, the Three Pilgrimage Festivals
(the other two being Pesach and Sha-
vuot).

The lulav, a palm branch composed of
three myrtle twigs and two willow
branches, and the etrog, a large citron
resembling a lemon, both symbols of
the harvest season, are used in keeping
with the biblical commandment in
Vayikra (Leviticus 23:40): “You shall
take the fruit of the pleasant trees,
palm branches, thick leafy boughs, and
willows of the brook, and you shall
rejoice...” Because the berakhot
(blessings) for the lulav and the etrog
are to be recited on six of the nine days

(not Shabbat) of this festival period, and because these harvest symbols do so much
to enhance the home, many families purchase them for home use.

The eighth day of Sukkot, known as Shemini Atzeret, is a yom tov punctuated by two
special prayers during services. The first is familiarly referred to as Geshem, the
prayer for rain in which the Jewish people pray that the Almighty will grant a
sufficient rainfall in Eretz Yisrael to make the land fruitful and the crops plentiful.

The other is Yizkor, the memorial prayer for those we have lost, which is recited three
other times during the Jewish year: on Yom Kippur, the eighth day of Pesah, and the
second day of Shavuot.

The final day of this holiday season, Simhat Torah, celebrates the Festival of
Rejoicing in the Torah, at which time we give thanks that God gifted us with the Five
Books of Moses by parading the scrolls around the synagogue in a joyous ceremony
known as the hakafot, in which men, women and children of all ages participate.

It is on this day that we complete the annual reading of the Torah and begin again
with the first words of Berayshit (Genesis).

The Religious Meaning of the Sukkah

The sukkah is indisputably the major symbol of the festival. The reason for the
sukkah is: “That | made the Israelite people live in booths when | brought them out of
the land of Egypt.” (Leviticus 23:43) While Rabbi Akiva says that the booths
mentioned in the Bible were real booths in which the children of Israel dwelt while in
the desert, Rabbi Eliezer suggests that they were clouds of glory with which God sur-
rounded the children of Israel to protect them while they wandered in the desert. By
remembering this miracle, the building of the sukkah is thus a means of infusing faith
in God, particularly in time of distress.

In the Bible, particularly in the Prophets, the desert period was considered an ideal
time in Jewish history, a time when life was simple but noble. When the children of
Israel entered Canaan and encountered the vices and corruption of urban civilization,
they looked back with nostalgia to the nomadic period of their history, when they
were free of these corrupting influences. They saw in this nomadic period a set of
standards by which they could purify the civilization of their day. In our day Sukkot
should become a call to the ethical life, free from the corruption and vices of the
affluent society.

Maimonides also gives the sukkah a moral and ethical interpretation when he says
that the purpose of the sukkah and of remembering the days of the wilderness is to
teach people to remember one's evil days, in days of prosperity. He will thereby be
induced to thank God repeatedly and to lead a modest and humble life.

A more pietistic tone is struck by the well-known medieval moralist Isaac Aboab, who
said: “The sukkah is designed to warn us that man is not to put his trust in the size or
strength or beauty of his home, though it be filled with all precious things; nor must
he rely upon the help of any human being, however powerful. But let him put his trust
in the great God whose word called the universe into being, for He alone is mighty,
and His promises alone are sure.”

Rightly does Rabbi Mordecai Kaplan conclude: “From the foregoing circumstances
[that life in the wilderness was purer and freer than life in the civilization of Canaan]

it follows that having the Israelites relive their wilderness experience on the festival of
Sukkot [by living in a sukkah] was bound to place them in a frame of mind which
enabled them to detach themselves from the order of life which they had come to
accept as normal and to view it critically.”

Going Back... For the sake of the future

Once upon a time — but this is not a bedtime story — we knew less about the natural
world than we do today. But we understood that world better, much better, for we
lived much closer to its rhythms. Most of us have wandered far from our earlier
understanding, from our ancient intimacy. We take for granted what our ancestors
couldn’t; we've set ourselves apart from the world of seasons, the world of
hurricanes, the world of rainbows, and of new moons.

We can move from our discord with nature to an informed harmony with God's
universe. The ancients treated the land well — both to give it rest and respect and
plant trees, keep water sources clean, create parks near urban areas, regulate
sewage disposal, avoid causing pain to animals. And they understood the connection
between their responsibility to care for the environment and justice: Since the land
was God’s, it must be protected, its occupants be protected, and its rich produce
should be shared with the poorest of God’s children (Leviticus 19). This is the soul
of Hechsher Tzedek.

Report on the March in Postville, lowa

The Jewish community of Minneapolis/St. Paul, and notably the Temple of Aaron,
was well represented in a march/rally that supported workers’ rights and immigration
reform at Agriprocessors in Postville, lowa. This event, on July 27, drew over 1000
people. A Temple of Aaron member, Vic Rosenthal: “As the director of Jewish
Community Action, organizer of the march and rally, | was very proud of so many
Jewish people traveling to Postville to stand in solidarity with workers and families
who were hurt by the raid at Agriprocessors. It was powerful listening to Jews and
Christians sing and rally together for humane treatment of workers and immigrants.
You couldn’t help but believe that we can accomplish much needed change in the
national policies on immigration and the treatment of workers.”

Another member, Brian Zaidman: “Marching through Postville showed that justice is
timeless, political expediency pales in comparison to a just cause. We can’t comply
with kashrut if there is no justice for workers, no justice for immigrants, and corporate
irresponsibility.”
