BRIEF EXPLANATION OF ALIYOT

A. OPEN ARK:  Pull a cord to open the ark; carry the Torah crown.

B. REMOVE TORAH:  Take the Torah out of the ark; carry it a short distance.

C. THOSE CALLED TO THE TORAH:  Chant (recite) the blessing sin Hebrew over the Torah.

D. LIFT TORAH:  Lift the Torah scroll up off of the reading desk and raise it up over your head.

E. TIE TORAH:  Tie the scroll halves together with a band of cloth; “dress” the Torah with cover and breastplate.

F. REPLACE TORAH:  Carry the Torah a short distance and place it back into the ark.

G. CLOSE ARK:  Carry the Torah crown a short distance; pull a cord to close the ark curtain.
